Meanwhile, Catholic hospitals are
continuing to work for environmen-
tal stewardship through measures
that range from converting to ener-
gy-efficient vehicles and heating
and air-conditioning systems, to
switching to reusable dishes in the
cafeteria.

Many Catholic health-care facili-
ties have created extensive donation
programs for the equipment and
materials they no longer need. Med-
ical equipment, televisions, beds

and office equipment and furniture
go to community groups, overseas
missions, schools and charitable or-
ganizations.

St. Joseph'’s Hospital in Elmira will
often trade in used medical equip-
ment to its original vendor in return
for a discount on new equipment.

“The vendors encourage that, and
it's a win for us,” said Denis
Sweeney, director of St. Joseph’s
marketing/community  develop-
ment.

Sweeney said that when comput-
ers have to be disposed of, any parts
that are still good will be kept and
used for repairing other machines in
the future. Patient information is al-
ways erased from computers and
other equipment before it is dis-
posed of, he added.

St. James Mercy Hospital in Hor-
nell recently offered to sell its older
computers to employees. Although
the computers are no longer capable
of doing the work required by the
hospital, “they could be used for

home word processing and connect-
ing to the Internet,” said Pamela
Caskey, assistant director of infor-
mation systems for the hospital. Pa-
tient and hospital information is also
cleared from these computers be-

_fore they are offered for sale.

When disposing of old computers,
diocesan schools, parishes and Pas-
toral Center offices use the services
of Regional Computer Recycling and
Recovery. .For a fee, this company
will pick up and dispose of comput-
ers or other electronic office equip-
ment. According to Charlie McKer-
nan, the company’s client-services
director, Regional Computer Recy-
cling and Recovery will sort out
equipment that may still be usable.

“We’ll take what good equipment
that we take in and funnel it through
to charities,” McKernan said. “If the
equipment is more than three or
four years old, it’s not going to do a
charity a lot of good.”

Workers then take apart the obso-
lete computers. Each different ma-
terial, such as leaded glass or plastic,
is funneled into its own materials
stream, and all the materials will
eventually be reused. -

“It’s against the law for this stuff
to end up in a Dumpster or a landfill.
We have a zero landfill policy here,”
McKernan said.

Several of the Catholic schools in
the diocese have occasionally donat-
ed or sold computers to children and
families, but that is rare and done on
a case-by-case basis, according to
Tom Veeder, network administrator
and PC coordinator for the Diocese
of Rochester.

“By the time our schools get rid of
them, they’re hardly wortha penny,”
Veeder said.
